Ask any self respecting GLBT person today 

when the Gay rights/Gay Pride movement be-

gan and you are likely to hear the movement 

began with the Stonewall riots. This is not ex-

actly true. As we will discover the gay rights 

movement and gay pride had a series of fitful 

starts, of which Stonewall was one. In fact 

Stonewall is but the best known because it 

gained the most publicity and therefore the 

most notoriety.  

Medieval times brought about a repression by 

the church of all forms of sexuality as the idea 

that there was a separate heaven and hell gained 

popularity among the clergy and they began 

preaching this to the populace. While simple 

luxuries such as running water, proper sewage 

and protection of food sources fell by the way-

side, they saw an increase in disease and hor-

rendous living conditions. The clergy used this 

to press upon the people that God was punish-

ing them for their impurity and immorality. Not 

only were women in general blamed as being

In the 19th century a movement lead by Mag-

nus Hirschfeld in Germany sought unsuc-

cessfully to repeal Paragraph 175 of the Ger-

man Criminal Code, which made homosex-

ual acts between males a crime. During 

World War II Nazi Germany sought to elimi-

nate those who did not fit the true Aryan 

prototype, Jews, and Homosexuals, both gay 

men and lesbians as well as others. These 

people were all taken to concentration camps 

where they worked as slave labor, were ex-

perimented upon, and were victims of geno-

cide. To identify the different groups, Jews 

were to wear a star, gay men were to wear a 

pink triangle and lesbians wore a black trian-

gle.
